Conversation March 31

ALLENTOWN, PA. March 20, 2023 – Da Vinci Science Center welcomes the Racial and Ethnic Justice 
(REJ) team of Community Action Lehigh Valley to lead a Racial Conversation on Friday, March 31.  

Using the BODY WORLDS RX exhibit as a portal for discussion of what makes us human, the REJ team will facilitate a community conversation that invites participants 
to explore and express their feelings towards the culture of the Lehigh Valley. The session will review demographic data, examine stereotypes, dissect the meaning of 
implicit bias, explore the difference between equity and equality, and the foundations of white privilege. The goal of the conversation is for participants to gain insights and 
feel empowered to make a difference. 

 “Although the primary goal of this exhibition was to shed light on preventive healthcare, it also allows individuals the opportunity to experience human existence without 
the construct of race. We see the humanity within ourselves and others,” notes Candace Moody, Racial and Ethnic Justice Community Organizer. 

The evening will begin with time to explore the BODY WORLDS RX exhibition, which features over 30 human specimens ranging from organs to skeletal structures 
preserved through Plastination. What isn’t on display are cultural, socio-economic, or racial backgrounds, which provides an ideal starting point for a guided discussion 
on the role of race in our society. 

 Members of the Lehigh Valley community are invited to participate in the Racial Conversation, which will be held at Da Vinci Science Center on Friday, March 31 from 
4:30 - 8:30 p.m.; light refreshments will be served. Tickets are $10 per person and reservations are required. RSVP at davincisciencecenter.org/racial-conversation/.
