We walked to
the dining room table to see the bowl
of fruit; some of which was sliced and
placed in the wine glasses for an Italian
Sangria and also there were the nuts to
crack. More stories and laughter con-
tinued as we enjoyed the espresso and
desserts. Some token presents were giv-
en; not bought on line but made by my
brothers and me at Our Lady of Mount
Carmel School. In our classrooms we
were taught by the sisters as they em-
phasized respect for our fathers and
grandfathers because they worked hard
for us.
