NPS Proposes Fee
Changes at Delaware
Water Gap NRA

BUSHKILL, PA — Delaware
Water Gap National Recreation
Area is proposing several chang-
es to the park’s fee system and is
seeking public input on the pro-
posal during a 30-day public com-
ment period beginning December
16, 2024. The proposal includes
an increase in fee amounts, a two-
week extension of the fee season,
changes to the annual pass pur-
chases, and the addition of two
new fee sites. The lastfee increase
was implemented in 2015. If ap-
proved the fee changes would go
into effect in April 2025.

“Over the past several years, the
park’s budget has remained rela-
tively flat while costs and visita-
tion have both increased, facilities
and equipment have aged, and
the need for routine maintenance
has grown,” said Superintendent
Doyle Sapp.

Since 2019, visitation to the park
has increased 26%. Due to infla-
tion and rising costs, the $10 ame-
nity fee currently charged at the
park now purchases nearly 33%
less than it did in 2015 when the
fee was increased from $7, mean-
ing it now takes over $13 to buy
the same goods and services. As
a result, the revenue generated by
park fees no longer stretches as
far as it once did.
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
