This event is rain or shine, so please dress appropriately for weather as well as for walking on the trail. During the pre-
sentation portion of the training we will be seated indoors.

Program Highlights

Trail Patrol: Through this program, volunteers serve as the “eyes and ears” of the D&L Trail. They patrol the trail on
bicycle or foot at least twice a month, April through October, in all five counties answering visitors’ questions and reporting
back about fallen trees, erosion, and trail maintenance issues. This training workshop will give interested volunteers the
tools they need to become Formal Trail Patrollers.

Adopt-A-Section of D&L Trail: This program is an off-shoot of the D&L Trail Tenders Program. Adopt-A-Section of D&L
